The Race of Life

HARVEY WEST (1935-2008)

Harvey West spent a lifetime working on his daghe-time
between his birth in 1935 and his final checker$ebruary 26,
2008. Everyone who loved him, knew him, worked vtitim or
raced with him will agree on this: Harvey was atru
gentleman..both on and off the race track.

Even more the point, Harv, as everyone knew hing, the
quintessential SCCA amateur racer. A 46-year mentiger
raced for 30 of those years, started more tharr&6€s, won a
number of regional championships, was twice votadd-
O’Lakes Region Driver of the Year and was invitedhe
SCCA National Championships 17 times. He also hbded
professional run in the IMSA Firestone Firehawkiesrwhich
included co-driving a race with actor Bobby Carredi

Harv was a communications professional by day. Anggy,
the retired Owatonna Tool Company communicationsagar
took the time on the penultimate lap of his liferéflect on it.
This was read at his memorial service:

“Some of you might be wondering why this servicbéing
held here (at a mortuary) instead of in a churabu ¥hight be
thinking, “Didn’t Harv believe in God?”... Was he atheist? If
so, why did he have a hymn sung at his service?

Surprisingly, | had a very strong faith, but it waways a
highly personal thing with me. | believe that hoauyive is
what counts, not how often you attend organizeddahu
services or how many hymns you sing. To me, thiobotine is
how you treat other people. | hope that I've domeeent job of
that, but that’s for those who knew me to decide.

After the shock of being told | had just a few nfmto a year to
live, | felt typical resentment. “God, why me? Alethere

worse people around who
deserve to suffer more than |
do?” | think feeling sorry for
yourself is possibly a common
response.

However, the outpouring of love and compassion ftbenfew
people | told initially made me realize that eviba worst
outcomes can have a positive side.

| tried to focus on things like these:

| was lucky enough to be born in the greatest aguintthe

world, and to serve it in a very modest way. Hrthwere a
casket here, it would be draped with our flag. betause |
served in the peacetime Army, but to honor those gdwve
their lives so | could live in freedom.

| was raised by loving parents who taught me rfghn
wrong, and set personal examples of integrity tlcan only
hope | emulated.

| was lucky enough to find a lovely, talented aatharkable
girl to spend my happiest years with, on a honeymtbat
never ended. | viewed her endless and unselfisintsffo
contribute to our community in many ways with aajreéeal
of pride. She showed the same unselfish dedication
supporting my car racing hobby. She was the ontg lof
my life and my best friend. | hope she finds happsin the
future. | pray she lives a long life, but look fawrd to her
rejoining me one day.

| had a long and rewarding career. | was blesséu avstaff
of talented and dedicated people who made me look.g
had a number of memorable personal relationshipsyin
professional life, both within and outside of ttmmpany.

| had, in sports car racing, a long and enjoyableer in a
highly demanding sport. | met many friends ancofell
competitors, the relationships with whom | treasuifead
other friends who labored over my car and shared my
success..my mechanical skills were very limited. My
hobby is partly to blame for the fact that |
attended so few church services. Our
races were held on Sunday. Shame on
me, but | have to admit that the roar of
that 400 horsepower
