I 
ended up winning by about six seconds. The win puts me in first place points wise for the Division Championship. I have a race 
this weekend at MAM, a race track near Omaha. If I get a top finish, it will give me a good lead in the points going into the final 
two races.

They finished 8th in the 
75-lap event on the concrete barrier-lined canyon public streets and bumpy fairgrounds roads in the picturesque city along the 
St. Lawrence River, giving up the points lead.   
 

“It is bittersweet to give up that lead, but it is only by a couple of points,” noted Joe Aquilante, co-partner of the ICY / Phoenix 
Racing team of Subarus. The team is still a contender for the championship, with three races remaining where they can get back 
on top.
