Except
as specified for the SOTY points award, the applegroup or committee has the discretion on wheath@ot a particular award is
bestowed each year.

HOSKINS AWARD

Presented to a DMVR member who has consistentgngseveral years of outstanding service to DMVRébal characteristics to
be considered are past accomplishments for DMVRege contributions to the region and general spoeanship. Given only when a
candidate is nominated who clearly exemplifiesdpieit of the award. Criteria: Should not be a eatrboard member; should not be
awarded for normal board functions; should not aéfer at least 8-10 years; primary consideratiooutd be given for contributions
to DMVR; Divisional and National should be secondesnsiderations.

On or before November 1, brief written nominatiémisthe award may be submitted by any DMVR membercbnsideration by the
Don Hoskins Award Selection Committee (consistthefRE and all prior recipients who are DMVR menshpeBelection Committee
meeting called by RE during November to determiispakition for the year. Committee will select alified recipient who receives
at least 75% of the votes of the committee mempegsent. If 75% not achieved, the award will nopbesented for that year.

RACING COMPETITION AWARDS

Driver of the Year: Recognition by his/her peers of a licensed DM\&CICA competition race driver for outstanding reprgation
(performance, driving ability, competitive spirityerall representation of the true spirit of Clalsing, etc.). Awarded by vote of all
active licensed DMVR drivers participating in curteseason.

Rookie Driver of the Year: Same as Driver of the Year, but only competitiomets in their first year as licensed DMVR, SCCA
race drivers are eligible.

Winged Bitch: Presented to a race driver who has the worstthuckughout the season regardless of how hard tigeyawarded by
vote of all active licensed DMVR drivers participet in current season.

RACE OFFICIAL AWARDS

Worker of the Year: Recognition by his/her peers of a DMVR, SCCA wonkédo has contributed an outstanding effort asca ra
official and to the sport of auto racing, and whestrexemplifies the working spirit demanded byrtkpecialty/ies and devotion to
the sport. All licensed DMVR race officials in asgecialty are eligible. Awarded by vote of licengddVR race officials in all
specialties.

Rookie Worker of the Year: Same as Worker of the Year, but only those rafiei@t working their first year in any SCCA licesth
specialty are considered eligible.

SOLO AWARDS

Soloist of the Year (SOTY):Awarded based on points earned for participatioBdlo and other Club promotional events (i.e. for
competing, being a event chair, sponsoring a neticggnt, recruiting new participant to membershfz.).

Have You Considered a New Sport (HYCANS)Basically, the Solo equivalent of the Winged Bitskard. A fairly unofficial
trophy awarded by pretty unofficial committee withhe Solo community.
